This view shows an inner chamber of the main build-
ing now standing, and illustrates the remarkable symmetrical mosaic carv-
ings in huge blocks of stone, measuring four feet by five feet by 18 feet
long, which had been brought in from a quarry some 20 miles away and
put in precision place hewn to fit in perfect symmetry. 14 different pat-
ternsdof mosaic carvings can be counted. The roof having long since
caved in.
