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Vacation activities in Texas are as varied as the landscape of the Lone
Star State itself. On the beaches of Texas, a visitor has the choice of
deep-sea fishing, swimming, picnicking, or just lazing away the hours beneath
a semitropical sun. In the Lower Rio Grande Valley where the mean annual
temperature is 72 degrees, citrus fruit is picked during midwinter right
from the trees. Visitors make delightful side trips into Mexico to see the
bullfights and visit curio shops the year round.

Measured in volume of visitors, the Texas Gulf Coast takes a top place
as a recreational area. Modern Texas highways make coastal beaches and
waters easily accessible. Texas beaches are comfortably populated—but not
overcrowded. Many coastal sites attract the salt-water fisherman and his
family, and Padre Island, one of the longest undeveloped beach areas in the
United States, is tempting to those who like to “get away from it all.”

For visitors who love the outdoors, Big Bend National Park offers the
flavor of the Wild West. Big Bend is a majestic and beautiful world unto
itself, a huge 700,000-acre park which is one of the last really untouched
sections in this nation. Cabins and campsites in the park headquarters
located in the Chisos Mountains provide facilities for overnight or vacation
ﬁ?ys. The Davis Mountains in West Texas rise high and cool in an alpine-
ike area.
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Central Texas presents a land of rolling hills, guest ranches, rushing
streams, and quiet lakes. Here a visitor may rough it if he wishes or find
comfortable accommodations with a swimming pool by his door.

On all sides of a Texas tourist lies the rich historical heritage of a land
once subject to Spanish, French, and Mexican domination—and later an
independent republic. The traces of Texas’ colonial background are all
around, with old mission buildings such as the Alamo being among the
better-known historical landmarks. In 1845 the Republic of Texas was
admitted to the Union. The new state had derived its name originally from
the Indian word “tejas,” meaning “friendly.” From the friendly Indians of
yesterday to the friendly Texans of today, a warm, hospitable atmosphere
has permeated the vast ranges of Texas.

Great cattle ranches contribute to the bustling Texas economy, offering
a glance backward to the days of the cattle kings and the long, dusty trails
to the northern railheads.

The cities of Texas, some of the largest in the nation, are informally
cosmopolitan, great centers of business and industry, fashion, and modern
living. ‘
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Sportsmen in Texas find a wealth of large and small inland lakes with
fish of many kinds which may be caught the year round (there is no closed
season on fishing in Texas). To the delight of hunters, an abundance of
game animals and fowl are found throughout the state. In Texas’ four
national forests, hunting is free provided park rules are observed and the
hunter has complied with state and local regulations regarding hunting
licenses.

The vacation season in Texas is not confined to certain months but is
enjoyed all through the year. Because of a wide range of temperature and
climate, a vacationer may come to Texas at any time of the year and
discover those activities which interest him most. The Texas climate ranges
from the semitropical latitudes of the Rio Grande Valley to the crisp heights
of the Davis Mountains, with something to suit everyone.

Travelers may obtain free travel information and descriptive literature,
maps, road information, and other material from the Travel and Informa-
tion Division, Texas Highway Department, Austin 14, Texas. Service may
also be obtained at any of the Highway Department’s Tourist Bureaus
located at Anthony (north of El Paso), Denison, Gainesville, Laredo, Orange,
Texarkana, Waskom, and Wichita Falls.
