RIDESHARING: AN IMPORTANT LINK IN
OUR NATIONAL TRANSPORTATION SYSTEM

I am pleased to recognize ridesharing as an
integral part of National Transportation Week.

Many Americans have risen to the challenge of
higher energy costs and shortages by participating
in car, van, and bus pools. In fact, more than 19
million of us now travel to and from our jobs in
vehicles with 2 or more persons.

There are other benefits to ridesharing, includinag
a reduction of noise pollution and congestion on
our roadways and parking lots. Ridesharing commut-
ers save time because many cities now have special
lanes reserved for higher occupancy vehicles.

Ridesharing enables savings of from one to two-
thirds of transportation costs, and studies have
shown that participants in these programs are more
punctual, have a better attitude, and are less
likely to be absent from work.

Moreover, the labor force is enlarged in that
citizens who live farther away from their jobs can
now commute efficiently. Those living in the inner
city are able to travel to and from their jobs
more easily.

I congratulate the organizers and participants in
this valuable program on their achievements and
commend ridesharing as an important link in our
national transportation system.
