8IG AREAS COVERED
BY 7 CAA FLIERS IN
SEARCH FOR RHODE

The CAA took an important part in the
fruitless search for Clarence Rhode of
the Fish and Wild Life Service,a search
that will take its place smong the larg-
est in air history.

One CAA plane, piloted by Regional Ad-

ministrator Allen D. Hulen and Airvays

Flight Inspector Bill Hemson, searched
an erea of barren north and northwest

Alaska the size of the state of Montana.
Other services of the CAA involved sys-

tematic searching by Charles Wayer in a
CAA plane with Fish and Wild Life co-

prilots Lawrence Rogers and Harry Husky,

and the movement of tons of supplies
for the search by Jack Jefford end Lee
Burns.

The search satiracted wide asttention.

The nature of Rhode's work involves rou-
tine flying in very remote areas, &and
more complete coversge of the whole
area of Alaska than slmost any pilot in
the State. He has visited every CAA
station, and few guides, hunters, na-

tives or CAA persomnel are not scquaint-
ed with him and the Figh and Wild Life

planes. With him on the trip were son,

Jack,a 21 year old University of Alaska
student, and Stan Fredericksen,Fish and
Wild Life Agent in Pairbanks. They were
unreported on a flight which left Fair-

banks August 19.

Great Area Searched

Hulen described the search as the best
coordinated and conducted in all his
Alaskan experience. With Urban C.(Pete)
Nelson of the Fish and Wild Life Serv-
ice and Maj. John L. Kearny of the Tlst
Alr Rescue Sqd.,Eielson Air Force Base,
directing it from Fairbanks, ss many as
28 planes were in the air at times sys-
tematically and thoroughly going over
areas vhere Rhode could have gone down.
A total of 1,777 hours has been flown
in the search to date, and it is still
under wey with oplanes on skis flying
over areas south of the Brooks Range
vhere reasoning or guessing indicates
there might be results.

The area covered thus far includes
every pess through the Brooks Range and
the valleys on either side; the delong

WHY, THANK YOoU’

Mr. Pilot, Mr. Navigator, and Mr. Con-
troller, if someone calls you a bird
brain, don't flinch. Swell up with
honest pride till you bust buttons off
your vest. You are being complimented.

The Arctic Tern, born near the North
Pole,anmually migrates to the Anterctic,
11,000 miles. But bhe's = feirly big
bird compered to the warblers, called
the butterflies of the bird world,
weighing less than an ounce, and they
migrate fram north of the Brooks Range
each year to southern climes, &t least
5,000 miles =way. Apd they {ly st
night!

Mex Eastman, in an article in the Nov-
ember Reeder's Digest, recounts the
strange story of birds who have been
flying sbout this earth for = million
years,far more asccurstely then man can.
And the CAA's own naturalist-photogra-
pher George N. Andriskos, comes up with
pictures of five true BNortk American
varblers which dinhsbit Alaska---birds
which ecould teach eny of our pilots,
radic operators or navigators a thing
or two.

The Wilson Warbler, and (inset) the
Yellow Warbler.

In fact, it would teke some of our mar-
velous computing machines several hours
to handle the navigating problems which
these birds solve on the wing. And the
werblers at least, do it slone, mnever
#lying in flocks. Not even a co-pilot,
or navigator:

All-time champion bird nevigastor proba-
bly iz an un-pamed Shearwater, & bird
thet nests in burrows in the coast
cliffs of Wales. In 1952 one of these
birds was csught, banded and shipped
across the Atlantic to Boston. He was
relessed on June 4 and on June 16,after
12} days, he crawled into his home bur-
rov, 3,050 miles away ecross the track-
less ocean.

German ornithologists have experimented
with werblers inside of planetariums.
They set up the sky over Cermany at mi-
grating time, and the birds eligned
themselves like compass needles toward
the southeast which is the first stege

But that's mundsne matter. The drama of
Banfe's flight began over Cold Bay when
he first reported =& rough engine to a
Reeve Airlines plane, and said he was
headed for Anchorsge. CAA stations
slonz that route immediately alerted
snd one by one held the radio hand of
the pilot as he cut across the northern
end of the Culf for his first Alasks
landing at Cordovn.

'Will He Land?

He didn't go to Bethel. He didn't stop
at ¥ing Salmon, He reported once that
be was half way between Homer and Mid-
dleton Island, would go to Middletonm,

Yekutat,White Horse, Winnipeg, Chicagq,
That brought several other

follow him with interest.
search snd rescue planes began to make
motlons.

The next message wes "Engine very rough.

Heeded for nearest airport, Middleton
or Cordova."
There, Middleton took over. Banfe

could not receive Radar's communication
so Vincent Bourk; A0S, relayed to the
pilot the radar positions. Archie A.
Frye, Facility Chief, responding to the
dremn of the situation, has this to say
gbout Middleton's pert:

"The pilot ngain called at 0207Z and ad-
vised that his engine was getting worse
and that he was having trouble keeping
it going and thet he was losing alti-
tude. The operator asked if he was de-
claring an emergency and he replied, 'I
sure am!' ATC wss edvised. About this
time Cordova called and sdvised that
they had alerted the local Coast Guard
and that they were standing by. Cordova
was given the location, distance and
heading of the eircraft in relation to
Montesue Island. All this time AF radar
was keeping = rtunning account of the
aireraft snd his locstion,relaying this
to the pilot.

"Now the aircraft is down to 4,000 feet
and the pilot has just advised that his
engine didn't 1look like it would meke
it and also that he hed spplied full
takeoff power in order to stay in the
air. He sdvised that he didn't know how
much longer he was going to be able to
stmy with it. The pilot sounded like
he had sbout given up.

"ihen sbout 17 miles out of Cordova the
pilot was so low that AF redsr lost con-
tact, but the operator advised he was
still making good his heading for Cor-
dovea. A few minutes later Cordova ad-
vised us he was making n landing.”

Bless That Airport!

He stayed overnight st Cordova, gossip-
ing with Frank Smith, Station Manager,
who mede a recording, and Merle Smith
of Cordova Airlines. Banfe told them:

Range northesst of Kotzebue: much of
the flat land beyond the range =almost
to Point Barrow; and the lskes that dot
the northern and southern slopes of the
Broocks Range. The search now is con-
centrated south of the Range with the
hope that absence of leaves on the
treegs might make the black and orange

plane easier to see,except for the snow.

A hope by the searchers that Rhode and
hie party might have weited for the
freeze-up and then welked into Barrow
has grown fainter as the sesson has ad-
vanced.

Tiring Work

On a master map in search headquarters
at Fairbanks, sareac were merked off by
iptitude and longitude for esch search
plane., In N-5 they flew as slow as was
safe, along an esst-west line, turning
at right angles and flying one minute
on the reverse course. Pilot and co-
pilot scanned the area directly in
front of the plane and observers, some-
times as many as 11, watched from each
side of the plane. This was hard work
for both the crew and observers. Hulen
and Henson flew as much as 10 hours in
a dsy,and it was not slways easy to get
observers to repeat their services. The
novelty soon wore off and contipuous
scanning of the ground beceme hard work.

From Sept. 3 through the 14€th Fulen and
Hanson were in the air whenever the
weanther permitted. Before they started,
Charles Weyer, with co-pilots from the
Fish and Wild Life, was flying a CJ'L'I'{
plane,and following them Lawrence'"Fuzz"
Rogers with Harry Husky as co-pilot,
were taking part. The pilots everaged
8 hours of flying a day, sometimes as
mich as 11 hours or whatever deylight
conditions permitted. Night flights
were mede as weather permitted, too, in

the hope that fires ligbted 3y the lost
men might be discovered.

Widely experienced airmen sat aroung in
Fairbunks when unable to fly, reasoning
out the logic of Rhode's flight. He
was on a routine Tlight connected with
game management, geme counting and the
depositing of gasoline at several
ceches for an upcoming official trip.

Hunteres ezw him at Porcupine ILske on
August 20 when the weather was good,and
experienced guides, hoping he waz the
one who was bringing their hunting pady
bear hunting licenses, saw him at
Chandler Lake heading in a porthwester-
1y direction August 21.

If those passes were closed by
weather, they reasoned, he would have
lined up on & homing beacon at Barrow,
and climbed to get on top of the weath-
er, then fly instruments over the Range
and back to Falrbanks. If he had "lost
an engine"” in this proecess, he would
have lsnded on one of the many lakes in
the flat country south of Barrow. On
such ressoning they based their
searches.
Hunt Continuves
