=ake my arrival in December of 1943 
look pretty recent. The memories that 
Matsen dug out o! a shoe kit resemble 
some I dug out of the Mukluk. 

A Dollar & Dari( 8 12 Balow 

I pulled into Anchorage about December, 
26th or 27th, having spent a lonesome 
Christmas on the boat. ln my pocket was 
exactly one silver dollar and no band was 
on hand to meet me. I had met Bill 
Seeley on the train, but as we stepped 
down, we both were on our own - thtnklng 
of transportation, a place to stay, some­
thtn g to eat - and maybe a kind word 
from someone. It was after 3 PM and 
foggy. The temperature was about 12 de­
grees below zero. It wasn't quite dark, 
but not far from it. 

A pickup truck, black and orange, drew 
up. As the driver got out, Blll asked, 
"You looking for me?" He answered, 
"ls your nal'Oe Toy?" and I perked up. 
It was the maintenance man from the 
.Anchorage station, Joe Tippets by name. 
{A few moments later Marshall Hoppin 
and Walt Plett, I believe, drove up to 
meet Mr. St<cley.) Joe, as always, was 
very helpful. We got my baggage out of 
'cold storage' (that freight or express 
depot must have been 40 degrees below) 
and Joe settled me ln the Anchorage 
Hotel. 

Helpful Joe T 

I ca.nie to know Joe very weH In the next 
six months. His home was between town 
and the range station, but you couldn't 
cross the low country between Merrill 
Field and the range then except by walk­
ing, and then only with rubber shoes. 
I'd open up the Anchorage Statlon at 
4 A..\.l: and find the range off the air, call 
Joe and he'd get it back on. Then he'd 
drive back past his house, th.rough town 
a)'ld out to the field where he would sit 
and talk for an hour or so befor e golng 
back to bed. Whlle there, he often cop­
ied a few map reports from Seattle for 
me. Re was a good CW operator and 
probably still ls. He was still mainten­
ance man and transpor ted me a r ound 
again when I left Anchorage to go to Ruby 
as Senior Operator under George Tru­
deau. 

Plggybock On Jock 

When I anived In Anchorage, Blll Hickok 
was station chtef, Vlrg Hanson and John 
Conrad were his "crew". We ran from 
4 AM to 8 PM and one man just couldn't 
do the work we had to do. It wasn't 
devotion to duty, but we actually got so 
busy that we would forget to eat our luni:h 

at times, doing so after we were re­
Heved, or after we closed down for the 
nlght, 

Leaving Anchorage for Ruby on the 4th 
of July, 1941, Jack Jefford was flylllg 
old NC-S {now In the drlnk off Valdez.) 
He didn't think he could get off of Spenard 
with the load he would have, 90 he left

h Ls passengers out and flew to Boot-
1egger's Cove. Joe Tippets drove us 
down there, me, Johnny Livingston and 
a maintenance man !or Nome. Anyhow, 
Jack carried each of us through the mud, 
piggy-back, and although he may have 
been tempted, he didn't drop a single 
one. It was quite a long trek and he had 
on hip boots, 90 I know he earned his 
pay that dayl 

.Rainy Pass was "rainy'' that day and we 
tr led three or four different valleys 
before we finally found one that didn't 
"pl:nch out" at the top. I thought It was a 
ltttle "hairy" myself, but after I got to 
know Jack better, 1 :realize it was just 
routine for htm. 

Hitting Ruby on the 4th Ls (or was) qulte 
an event. All the "chickens" were dress­
ed in the Lr best and all the mining was 
shut down. The town was "loaded", {or 
it, and everyone was winding up for a 
blg to-do I I'm afraid tt didn't take too 
lon.g until my arm was all twisted up and 
I hardly rem:~mber the dance that night. 
J learned a little about drinking though. 
Be'lng from the ''city'' I thought I should 
furnish my share of the drinks - the 
opportunlty was slow ln coming and I 
dwelt on the matter verbally, apparent-
1 y to. the annoyance of :my host. He 
finally said "You want a bottle?" I said 
"Yes", tneanlng that I wanted to buy one. 
He dug around In the corner and found TrE 

a pl.nt bottle, took hls gallon Jug and 
filled lt up, handed lt to me and said, 
"There, now keep stW about Lt." I gave 
up and soon forgot all about buying a 
drink. 

I Remember 

I was still at Ruby when war was declared 
and remember how Joe Wafford got out 
his 30. 06 and paraded the street looking 
for J aps whom he was sure would come 
up the Yukon any minute. 

Jerry Whittaker was Chief at Fairbanks, 
Grant McMurray was his assistant. 
Elmo Cone was at Cor dova =d maybe 
Willie Winebrenner was at Nome, I'm 
not sure of that. 

I left Ruby for Woody Island ln 1942 and 
shortly after that they moved the quar­
ters down to Galena on barges. I'll 
always remember Ruby and the people I 
associated with there.

Seven new courses are planned or are 
no.,., ln course of development at the 
FAA Directed Study correspondence 
" university" at the Aeronautical Train­
ing Center In Oklahoma City. 

In Electronics, the new courses are 
DS-131, Engineering Reports; DS- 331, 
Microwave Data Transmission; D5- 3061 

Moving Target Indicator; and DS-311, 
Radar Concepts. For avionics personnel 
two courses a.re planned: DS-71, Air­
craft Power Systems and DS-72, Alr­
craft Servo Systems. There are also 
other more advanced courses relating to 
aircraft electronics. 

The Directed Study operation currently 
Is making about 7,000, 000 p?"inting im­
pressions a year In prepar-1.ng its mater­
ial. In 1959, enrollment !r,creased from 
6,283, to 7,120 and instructors handled 
20,342 exa.JDinations. ht January, 1960, 
L'.he exam lnatlons went over the 2,000 
mark, and they expect 23, 000 as the 1960 
total, As of today, there are 5500 stu­
dents studytng engaged in some form of 
Directed Study, and more than 150 gradu­
ate each tn:>nth. 

There are now 35 Instructors and super­
vlsor s, two secretaries and 16 clerk­
typists. 

A national science magazine recently 
surveyed the home study Idea of educa­
tion, and found that l, 200,000 people are 
advancing their educatlon ln this way. 
The FAA's aim ts to teach by correspon­
dence, not merely to grade or score 
examination papers. The fh:st course 
was given In 1943 and was on low fre ­
quency range theory. As air navigation 
aids and communications equipment and 
methods developed and improved, more 
courses were added, and now there are 
2.6 s uch courses in electronics alone. 

Paragraph descriptions of the courses 
in the Navigational Aid series, Founda­
tion Mithen,at!cs, Engineering Mathema­
tics and Electronic Fundamentals and 
Pulse Techniques can be had merely by 
writing the Directed Study Section of the 
tralning center at Oklahoma City. The 
whole operation Is lntensly prac tical , 
and ls designed to help any employee do 
h i!f work better or l.mprove his grade and 
Pil-Y in FAA work.

Weather Bureau and various ''specialists" 
has vi.sited all of the 17 airports nameti 
by the FA.A as surplus. Of these, the 
State has named four which it is ready to 
take over. The first of these, Kenai, 
will be transferred about Apr il l, accord­
ing to present plans, and three others, 
Cordova, Annette and Nome may change 
hands by July. The State has indicated 
that lt ls not interested in Iliamna and 
Gu:staVl.ls, but is willing to consider sub­
stitutes for these two. 

Other Helds inspected In three trips with 
Al Hulen as pilot of an FAA plane, were 
Yakutat, Talkeetna, Nenana, Big Delta, 
Bettles, Tauana, Galena, Unalakleet, 
Aniak, McGrath and King Salmon. 

The Omnibus Bill passed by Congress to 
assist in various problems o-f transition 
of Territorial Alaska into Statehood, 
provided that airports considered "sur­
plus to the requirements of the FA.A" 

could be given to the State. Three ways 
to make the transfer were establishe~ 
by transfer of title to the airport as 
provided in the Federal Airport Act;

'Three federal departments, Agriculture, 
Interior and War, have posit~ve r egula­
tions for all excavation, exploration and 
preservatlon of relics bea.-tr,g on the 
human and animal occupation of ancl-:nt 
Alask;;.. The University o: ·" laska ',as 
been named as o ne of the lnstltutlons 
that can receive specimens o! th i s kind. 

The Unive r sity is also the ::-,ecip !ent of 
the permits Issued £or such work by the 
federal government, and lt customarily 
des\gnates the individuals who a::e to do 

the worl<. The Unlverslty works with 
the institutions which protect u,e sites 
o f interest to anthropologists and arch-
eolog\sts. These are the U. S, National 
Musew-n :J.nd the Smlthsonlan lnstlcut\on, 
and they have tightened up the ir r ule 5 

since Alaska became a s t ate . All such
